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Symbols Used on Promega Product Labels Promega

Beginning August 1st, 2011, Promega will be using harmonized symbols on product labels. As we
proceed through this transition, you will start to see Product Information Symbols and Hazard Symbols
replacing some text on reagent product labels.

1. Product Information Symbols: We use the harmonized symbols recommended in EN 980 and
ISO15223-1 for labeling medical devices. For consistency, we will be using these symbols on all of
our products, including research use only and forensic products, as well as medical devices.

2. Hazard Symbols: We use hazard symbols that comply with the Globally Harmonized System
(GHS) for Classification and Labeling of Chemicals.

A key to the symbols you may see on your product labels is provided in the table below:
